GOALS & OBJECTIVES:


1.
Develop an understanding of the importance of patient follow‑up by comparing the Emergency Department diagnosis with the final diagnosis\outcome.

Develop case presentation skills. 

CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION:  ED cases of an interesting nature (complicated or unusual presentation, unexpected final diagnosis\ outcome) with a known final diagnosis or outcome, will be identified by the Clinical Administrative residents.  The resident who cared for the patient in the ED will obtain the patient's records and relevant radiographs, etc.  The resident will make a 5 to 10 minute presentation (including ED differential diagnosis, ED evaluation, and final diagnosis\outcome).  A 5 minute discussion, guided by EM faculty, will follow.  Four to 6 cases will be presented per conference.
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
