CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION:  The Clinical Administrative residents, in conjunction with the    M & M coordinator, will select recent ED cases for presentation.  The physician primarily involved in the care of the patient, will present the case.  The appropriateness and quality of the care provided in the ED will then be discussed by the residents and faculty present.  If areas of concern are identified, they will be addressed by the appropriate ED chairman or the EM Program Director.  Topics for educational programs may be identified and will be incorporated into the Grand Rounds conference series.
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
