CONFERENCE:  Oral Boards Review

FREQUENCY:  Bimonthly

DURATION:  1 Hour

GOALS & OBJECTIVES :

1. Develop skills in the development of a differential diagnosis

2. Demonstrate sound clinical reasoning and an approach to problem solving.

3. Develop skills for the oral presentation of EM patient care necessary to pass the ABEM Oral Boards exam. 

CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION:  An EM faculty member will select cases for presentation.  Cases may represent a common disease with a typical presentation, a common illness with an unusual presentation, or an uncommon disease.  The residents will be divided into small groups with 2-3 residents per group.  Each session, 2-3 cases will be given and the residents will be asked to evaluate and verbally describe the H&P questions, diagnostic testing and treatment necessary to care for the patient.
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
