FREQUENCY:  Bimonthly

DURATION:  1 Hour

GOALS & OBJECTIVES:  


1.
To provide the residents with a foundation of indications, contra-indications, technique and complications related to procedures commonly performed in the Emergency Department.

2. To develop a broad understanding of the procedural skills relevant to Emergency Medicine.

3. To practice skills initially on a non-human model to improve safety with competency for patient care.

CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION:  All Emergency Medicine residents will participate in the procedure labs.  Each group will be supervised by an attending faculty member.  Each resident will practice and demonstrate competency in the performance of common invasive procedures using a variety of static, animal and cadaver models.
