CONFERENCE:  Resident Conference

FREQUENCY:  Weekly

DURATION:  1 Hour

GOALS & OBJECTIVES:  


1.
To provide a forum for the resident to demonstrate their ability to comprehensively review a topic, synthesize their findings, and present information in an understandable and usable format.


2.
To develop a broad, resident knowledge base relevant to Emergency Medicine.

CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION:  Each EMY-1 Resident will present one conferences per year and EMY 2 & 3 residents will present two conferences per year.  With the guidance of the conference coordinator, the resident will select a topic for presentation.  Each resident will be evaluated by faculty and residents in attendance.  Factors evaluated include:  level of material presented, quality of presentation including audio-visual and hand-out materials, and applicability to Emergency Medicine.  Presented topics will be integrated into the comprehensive coverage of the core curriculum.
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
