GOALS & OBJECTIVES:


1.
Develop an understanding of the principles and physics of ultrasonography.


2.
Develop clinical skills in the use of ultrasonography for limited Emergency Department indications. 

CONFERENCE DESCRIPTION:  The principles and techniques of ultrasound use in the Emergency Department will be reviewed during these sessions.  Each session is designed to have a one hour lecture followed by a one hour hands-on period.  The curriculum will initially focus on the four life-threatening indications for ultrasound use in the Emergency Department.  Other possible uses will also be discussed and practiced.

The topics will include evaluation of:


Abdominal trauma for hemoperitoneum and pericardial effusion


Abdomen for possible AAA, cholecystitis, hydronephrosis


Pelvis for ectopic pregnancy


Heart for cardiac tamponade or absent cardiac motion


Vascular and soft tissues for line placement and foreign body 
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
