Medical Knowledge Core Curriculum

The curriculum for EM residents regarding medical knowledge is completed throughout the entire residency program, in all rotations, during all conferences and all special activities (procedure lab, Journal Club, etc).  The medical knowledge that the resident is held accountable for is as described in the Model of Clinical Practice of Emergency Medicine.  All topics in this document are covered at least once, and frequently more often, by the lecture series (including Book Review) during the resident’s years in the program.
Assessment

Assessment of the resident’s medical knowledge is evaluated on a daily basis in the clinical setting.  In the emergency departments in Saginaw, the daily evaluation sheet includes this as one category that is assessed on each shift.  The monthly global evaluation son the off-service rotations include specific questions on medical knowledge.  The annual In-training examination given by the American Board of Emergency Medicine is an objective measure comparing a resident’s performance to others of their level of training.
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
