Patient Care Core Curriculum

The curriculum for EM residents regarding patient care is completed throughout the entire residency program, in all rotations, during all conferences and many special activities (procedure lab, Journal Club, etc).  The patient care curriculum is essentially the care of the patient with the medical issues as described in the Model of Clinical Practice of Emergency Medicine.  All topics in this document are covered at least once, and frequently more often, by the lecture series (including Book Review) during the resident’s years in the program.
Goals:
The Emergency medicine resident must be able to provide patient care that is timely, effective, appropriate, and compassionate for the management of health problems and the promotion of health.  Upon completion of the residency, EM residents are expected to:

a. Gather accurate, essential information in a timely manner from all sources, including medical interviews, physical examinations, out-of-hospital care personnel, medical records, and diagnostic/therapeutic procedures.

b. Integrate diagnostic information and generate an appropriate differential diagnosis.

c. Implement an effective patient management plan, including therapy, appropriate consultation, disposition, and patient education.

d. Competently perform the diagnostic and therapeutic procedures and emergency stabilization considered essential to the practice of emergency medicine.

e. Demonstrate the ability to appropriately prioritize and stabilize multiple patients and perform other responsibilities simultaneously.

Assessment

Assessment of the resident’s patient care is evaluated on a daily basis in the clinical setting.  In the emergency departments in Saginaw, the daily evaluation sheet includes this as one category that is assessed on each shift.  The monthly global evaluation son the off-service rotations include specific questions on medical knowledge.  The 360 degree evaluations done by the resident of themselves, by their peers and by the nursing staff also address the competency of the resident in the patient care arena.
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
