
ADDITIONAL RESIDENT EXPERIENCES


In addition to the required clinical rotations and scheduled Emergency Medicine conferences, EM residents will participate in the following courses and labs:

ADVANCED CARDIAC LIFE SUPPORT:

All EMY 1 residents will complete the American Heart Association Advanced Cardiac Life Support course prior to beginning the residency.  This course is offered to all entering SCHI PGY 1 residents as part of their residency orientation.  In addition, all Emergency Medicine residents will be strongly encouraged to become ACLS instructors during the residency.  All associated costs are supported by the residency program.


Goal:  To develop an organized approach to patients with cardiac emergencies.

ADVANCED TRAUMA LIFE SUPPORT:

All Emergency Medicine residents will complete an Advanced Trauma Life Support course during the EMY 2.  In addition, all Emergency Medicine residents will be strongly encouraged to become ATLS instructors during the residency.  All costs associated with the course will be assumed by the residency program.


Goal:  To develop an organized approach to the trauma patient.

ADVANCED PEDIATRIC LIFE SUPPORT:

All EMY 1 Emergency Medicine residents will complete an Advanced Pediatric Life Support course during the first month of the residency.  All costs associated with the course will be assumed by the residency program.


Goal:  To develop an organized approach to the ill or injured pediatric patient.
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
