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DERMATOLOGY
GOALS:

1.
Develop the ability to recognize and appropriately treat disorders of the skin and mucous membranes.

OBJECTIVES:

Upon completion of the EMY 3, the Emergency Medicine Resident will be able to:

1.
Demonstrate appropriate history and physical examination skills for the patient with cutaneous or mucus membrane complaints.

2.
Formulate a differential diagnosis based on the clinical findings.

3.
Formulate a cost effective diagnostic plan based on the differential diagnosis.

4.
Describe a rash to a colleague using the correct terms for the type of lesion, shape of an individual lesion, arrangement of multiple lesions, distribution of lesions, the lesion color and consistency, and the anatomic component of the skin affected.

5.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose and treat dermatitis and eczema.

6.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose and treat soft issue infections.

7.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose and treat maculopapular lesions.

8.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose papular and nodular skin lesions.

9.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose and discuss the etiologies of erythema.

10.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose and discuss the etiologies of vesicular and bullous skin lesions.

11.
Demonstrate the ability to diagnose common skin cancers.

12.
Demonstrate knowledge of the cutaneous manifestations of acute systemic illnesses.

13.
Discuss the indications for emergent dermatologic consultation.

14.
Discuss the common pharmacologic agents used to treat dermatologic disorders and their indications.

IMPLEMENTATION:


These objectives will be achieved through the evaluation and management of Emergency Department patients with cutaneous complaints and attendance of the Grand Rounds, Resident, and Book Review conference series which will include presentations covering the core content for dermatology.  In addition, the Resident will care for patients with dermatologic complaints on rotations in:  Internal Medicine, General Surgery, Obstetrics and Gynecology, and General Pediatrics.

EVALUATION & FEEDBACK:

Residents will receive concurrent feedback from faculty and senior residents during Emergency Department rotations.  At the end of the rotation, the resident is evaluated in writing.  The evaluations are reviewed by the Emergency Medicine Program Director and placed in the resident's file.  The written evaluations are available to the resident after their receipt.  All evaluations are reviewed with the resident at least semi‑annually by the EM Program Director.

Residents are also evaluated by their performance on the ABEM in‑training examination.  Any deficiencies noted, are corrected with a focused remediation program designed by the EM Program Director, Faculty, and the Resident.
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
