I.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF PEDIATRIC FACULTY:

a. Supervision of the EM resident by Pediatric attending faculty.

b. The resident will participate in evaluation and management of all ages of pediatric patients.

c.
Duty hours to not exceed those established by the ACGME for Pediatric training programs.

d.
Ongoing feedback to the resident regarding clinical performance as well as completion of resident evaluation forms.

e.
May assign resident to follow hospitalized pediatric patients with clear educational value.

II.
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE EMERGENCY MEDICINE RESIDENT:

a.
Completion of histories and physicals on assigned patients.

b.
On time arrival for clinical duties.

c.
Attendance at Pediatric conferences when possible.

d.
Teaching and supervision of third and fourth year medical students and other students assigned to the pediatric office.

e.
Focused reading on pediatric topics.

f.
Participate in the inpatient care of hospitalized pediatric patients as assigned by Pediatric faculty.

g. Be available to take patient phone calls no more than every 4th night on average.

h. Completion of rotation, resident, medical student, and faculty evaluation forms.

III. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE DEPARTMENT OF EMERGENCY MEDICINE:
a.
Synergy Medical Education Alliance will pay for all costs related to resident training including salary, fringe benefits and malpractice insurance.

IV.
RESIDENT AND FACULTY RELATIONSHIP:
The duties and responsibilities of the Emergency Medicine residents will be the same as all residents of this level of training who rotate in the pediatric office.  Likewise, the teaching and evaluation of the resident will be the same as all residents who rotate in the pediatric office.
